NJ State Teen Festival
The State Teen Arts Festival is an event in May organized by the New Jersey State Arts Council, with a different format than the Monmouth County Teen Arts Festival. Adjudicators at the Monmouth County Teen Arts Festival will select a limited number of art pieces for the State Festival. These selections will be collected at end of Monmouth County Teen Arts Festival by the Festival staff, unless otherwise indicated on the label that the work is unavailable for the State Festival.

Touring Exhibit and Teen Art Calendar

Works included at the State Festival may be selected for inclusion in a year-long Touring Exhibit or Teen Arts Calendar. These programs are separate programs from the NJ State Teen Arts Festival. If a student does not wish to make a particular piece of art available for a year-long tour or for publishing for any number of reasons (e.g., portfolio needs), it is important to indicate on the Exhibit Label and Master Sheet that the piece is not available.
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Visual Arts Procedures for Installing & Retrieving Work
· Installation will take place on Monday, March 17, 2008 from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. at Brookdale’s Center for Visual Arts (CVA) (parking lots 1 & 2)
· Each school will have assigned  space for installing work

· Check in at CVA to be directed to your school’s assigned area
· 2-D and 3-D work may by in separate areas

· Location layouts are rotated annually
· All art work must be appropriately framed, mounted and/or matted and ready for hanging
· Screw wire to back of work; do not tape string or wire to work

· Do not use glass for framed  work; use plastic or Plexiglas only

· Unframed pieces should be wrapped in acetate for protection
· All 3-D work will be displayed in the safest area possible, teachers are asked to bring pedestals if at all possible, for any very large 3-D pieces

· Teachers are responsible for installing student work. A few TAF volunteers will be available to provide general assistance, but you should be prepared to install your work

· Bring T-pins for hanging. Work is displayed on portable panels that require T-pins. Push pins, staples, duct tape, Velcro do not stay up on these panels. Bring T-pins
· Retrieve all work from the CVA between 2:30 and 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday, March 19.
· The exhibit runs throughout the festival. Please do not remove art work prior to 2:30 on Wednesday
· Work selected to be included in the NJ State Teen Arts Festival will be collected by TAF staff, unless otherwise directed by School Coordinator or teacher.

· MCAC cannot be responsible for work left beyond 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday March 19 unless special arrangements are made.

· Brookdale Community College makes the final determination for Festival changes and/or  cancellations due to inclement weather, not Monmouth County Arts Council. Check their website www.brookdale.cc.nj.us  for information and details.
